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                Nursing Assistant and Patient Care Assistant General Information

The pTEC C.N.A. (Certified Nursing Assistant) program has been expanded for the regular school year and is now offered through the Patient Care Assistant program.  Students who successfully complete the program consisting of seven weeks of Nursing Assistant, two weeks of Home Health Aide and three weeks of Patient Care Assistant including hospital clinicals are eligible to sit for Nursing Assistant Certification by the Florida State Board of Nursing.

The 290 hour program is available only on the St. Petersburg campus in two formats.  The first format is the PCA course offered from August through June of the regular school year and meets Monday through Thursday from 7:30 AM to 2:30 PM. The program typically starts approximately every twelve to thirteen weeks.  2009-2010 school year costs for the regular program includes tuition at $2.41 per hour totaling  approximately $698.90 and an additional  approximate cost of $380.00 for books, fees, supplies, uniforms, etc. Prices are subject to change.  The application process is detailed below.  The second format for the Nursing Assistant program is   offered during the summer term. The course consists of a 165 hour Nursing Assistant class typically starting with a June class.  The regular school year costs which are prorated for the summer program includes tuition at $2.41 per hour totaling approximately $397.65 and an additional approximate cost of $380.00 for books, fees, supplies, uniforms, etc. Prices are subject to change. Students who successfully complete the seven week program of Nursing Assistant are eligible to sit for Nursing Assistant Certification by the Florida State Board of Nursing.  Seats are available to the first twenty applicants successfully completing the application process detailed below.

Step I – Pay a $15.00 non-refundable application fee to PTEC
 

Step II – Take the Test for Adult Basic Education (TABE) and consult with a PTEC counselor regarding score results
                         Or
 

Consult with a PTEC counselor on valid and current TABE scores (within the past two years) from another school or organization.
                         OR
 

Consult with a PTEC counselor providing proof of an Associate of Arts or Applied Science or higher degree from an approved U.S. accredited institution.   
Note: TABE tests are offered on St. Petersburg campus every Monday and Friday morning at 8:00 AM and Tuesday afternoon at 5:30.  A printed receipt for the application fee and a photo ID are required to sit for the test. 
 

Step III - If, after consultation, it is agreed that TABE scores support entering the program, an admissions packet is provided for the twelve week course during the regular school year. To reserve a seat in the next available class, it is recommended that a $50.00 non-refundable deposit be made when proof of payment to PreCheck for a background check and documentation of an updated immunization record (costing anywhere from $0 to approximately $150.00 based on personal circumstances)  is submitted. 

 

Step IV - Ten business days before the start of class all financial obligations for the course must be paid in full to avoid forfeiture of the reserved seat and the previously paid $50.00 deposit.
